Different sizes and currents values. The values I have chosen for resistor should be OK for any.

Only thing that you may want to do is check that the indicator flasher unit is up to the current. Add wattages of all flashers and divide by 12. This will give current being drawn.

This all assumes that –ve earth and flashers are using a grounded system.

For emergency flasher turn on any indicator and emerg indicator sw.

There are other ways but this is the simplest I can think of on a Sunday.
